GUIDELINES FOR ARTISTS from Central Asia 

CEC ArtsLink/Vermont Studio Center Residencies include two meetings in New York City: one prior to the residency to orient the participant to the program and one at the conclusion to share residency experiences.

The CEC ArtsLink/Vermont Studio Residencies provide opportunities to:

· pursue artistic projects that will enrich and enhance their work

· gain insight into the art and cultural offerings of the U.S. and of New York City

· establish mutually beneficial exchange of ideas and expertise with U.S. and other international artists 

· deepen their understanding of a particular artistic expression that is related to their own work

· create new work that draws inspiration from interaction with artists and arts professionals in the U.S.

ELIGIBILITY:

For the February 1 deadline, CEC ArtsLink will accept applications from contemporary and traditional creative artists working in the visual and media arts. Applicants must be citizens of, and reside in, an eligible country (see below). There are no age limitations. Applicants must have sufficient knowledge of English to function independently while in the U.S. Students, amateurs, and scholars are not eligible. 

REVIEW CRITERIA:

All applications will be evaluated by a review panel comprised of U.S. arts professionals based on the following criteria:

· Artistic or professional excellence of the applicant’s work

· Extent to which a residency at the Vermont Studio Center is consistent with the applicant’s artistic vision, creative goals, and professional development

· Benefit to the applicant, at this time in his/her career, from interaction with U.S. artists and audiences

· Applicant’s plans for sharing the benefits of the exchange with artists and institutions in his/her home country

· Applicant’s ability to meet cross-cultural challenges successfully

IMPORTANT INFORMATION:

The selection process is extremely competitive and applicants should anticipate a highly rigorous review of their work. Applicants are advised to submit quality work samples, e.g. slides and videotapes. Applicants should make sure their work is properly labeled, videotapes are properly cued, and that all work samples are properly described on a separate sheet. Applications that do not include required materials will not be considered. All pages should have at least a 3cm bottom margin.

SCHEDULE:

Artists are expected to participate for a five-week period in the time frame of early September to late December 2006. All applicants must be able to accommodate this residency schedule.

FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS:

CEC ArtsLink makes financial arrangements for airfare, health insurance, and living and work expenses for the one-month residency. Participants receive a per diem to cover meals and expenses for meetings that take place after arrival in the U.S. and before departure from the U.S.

VIDEOCASSETTES, CD-ROMs, and DVDs

Please submit two samples of your work. Videos should be on separate 1/2-inch NTSC or PAL SECAM videocassettes. Cue videocassettes to the 3-5 minute section you most wish the panel to view. CD-ROMs should be formatted for viewing on a PC. Outline the navigation path to be followed or list the files to be reviewed in priority order. On a separate sheet of paper, submit the following information for each sample:

· Title of piece

· Applicant’s role (ex. author, director)

· Date and place recorded (recording conditions if relevant)

· Length of entire piece

· Brief description of work

SLIDES

Please submit no more than nine slides, standard mount.  Do not send glass mounts or loose negatives. Indicate top of slide.  Write your name in the upper right-hand corner.  Number each slide in the upper left-hand corner in the order you would like them to be shown. Mount them in this order in a clear acetate slide sheet. On a separate sheet of paper submit the following information for each slide:

· Title and Date

· Medium and Dimensions

· Installation site, if applicable
